Welcome to Antler Ridge!  Antler Ridge is a great place to live, and we are glad to have you as a new addition to the neighborhood.  The following are helpful information and highlights of the Home Owners Association Covenants.

Important Antler Ridge Information

· Home Owners dues are mandatory and to be paid yearly by March 31.  Dues pay for things like electricity, road repair, replacement and upkeep of roads, and beautification and upkeep of common areas including parks and ponds.

· Antler Ridge has a Face Book page that allows residents to discuss various topics and receive important announcements from the HOA Board.  Please “like” the page so you’ll be able to participate.  All you need to set up a Face Book account is a name and email address.  If you need help, contact the HOA Board.
· The Antler Ridge Home Owners Covenants can be found on the Antler Ridge Page at antlerridge.org
· Antler Ridge has two ponds that are available for recreational catch-and-release fishing.  Both the ponds and the playground are open from dawn to dusk.  Family is welcome to use these amenities, and friends are welcome with your escort.

· If you receive a notice that you are in violation of the covenants of Antler Ridge, simply correct the violation or contact the Antler Ridge Board in writing via letter or email.
· If you need to report a neighbor’s violation of covenants contact the Antler Ridge Board in writing via letter or email with the violation description, pictures if possible, and the address.  You may remain anonymous.

· The speed limit in the neighborhood is 25 MPH.  Help keep the children and residents of Antler Ridge safe by observing the speed limit and asking your children and guests to do the same.
· When walking your dog, please, pick up after him.
· Antler Ridge is a country community and enjoys a variety of wild life and even has three resident ducks in our pond.  Please, be kind to our animals and teach your children and guests the importance of not chasing or teasing animals.

Highlights from Antler Ridge Covenants 

· Grass on your entire lot should be kept trimmed and free from weeds.  This includes around playground and pool equipment, underneath trampolines, and to the edge of ponds.

· All construction, including fences and other structures, must be approved by the HOA Board before construction begins.  The HOA has specific requirements and restrictions for fences which have been provided with this closing packet.  Please fill out Fence Approval Request Form before beginning construction on any fence.
· We strongly urge you to have a professional upkeep and monitoring of your septic system.  Not doing so could lead to expensive and stinky problems.

· Swimming pools with filtrations systems and pumps must be in ground.
